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The use of psychoactive drugs has been significantly increased in Greece during last years. An overall picture of drug abuse in Greece, as it is reflected through the reported cases of these deaths, is described in this survey. The relative data is obtained from the records of the Laboratory of Forensic Medicine and Toxicology of the University of Athens and of the Greek Ministry of Public security and concern the whole country. The cases of drug related deaths in Greece during the years 1995 to 2000, are classified and evaluated according to the drug or drugs detected during the toxicological analysis and according to the age, sex, education, marital and socioeconomic status of the victims. The results of our survey show that heroin, alone or in combination with other psychoactive substances, is the main drug involved in drug related deaths in Greece. The victims of drug abuse are mainly single, unemployed males of poor education and of low socioeconomic status. The different aspects of drug abuse in Greece, as they come up from this evaluation, are determined and discussed thoroughly. 
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
