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The experts working in the field of forensic toxicology sometimes have to create new analytical weapons by making use of hyphenated methods on the basis of available instrumental resources. This is because institutions can not always provide the optimum instrumentation for every situation. The aim of this work is to give an example of a case where the use of HPLC to eliminate most of the matrix interference – instead of developing a new extraction procedure, which would consume more time and material – allowed the confirmation by GC – MS of nordiazepam in a low concentration and in a complex matrix like putrefied post – mortem blood.
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
