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As part of an epidemiolgical survey of drug abuse in the city of Chicago, we requested drug tests from interview participants. This paper reports on a pilot study (the first stage of larger study) of twenty nine subjects who were interviwed and requested to provide 3 samples for drug testing: Hair, urine and saliva. Incentives for participation also varied from a low incentive condition ($10 per test) to a high incentive condition ($20 per test). Participation rates were higher than we expected based on previous research, with close to 90% providing at least one specimen in either condition. Hair samples were harder to obtain than saliva or urine. Urine sample participation may have been most affected by the incentive structure. Descrepancies between drug use reports on the interview and drug test results have important implications for toxicologists and epidemiologists. 
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
