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The international literature has devoted many contributions to the evaluation of alternative biological matrices, such as saliva, as diagnostic tools in drug testing (1,2). The new immunoassay Cozart Rapiscan saliva drug system, was studied in the last years (3,4). In the present paper we report our experience with saliva collection and quali-quantitative determination of methadone, cocaine, cannabinoids. Saliva samples were collected by Cozart Rapiscan pad. Qualitative analysis were carried out by Cozart Rapiscan cartridges and the results were confirmed by SPME-GC/MS technique. Quantitative determinations were performed by gaschromatographic method. Saliva samples were obtained from heroin drug-abusers therapeutically treated with methadone, coming from hospital centre. These abusers occasionally use marijuana or cocaine as well. The collection and transfer procedures with Cozart system, required minimal operator intervention and was easier than other systems(5). The cartridge showed high sensitivity. All positive  results were confirmed by GC/MS technique. 
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
